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THE CHURCH IN JERUSALEM:
A Missional Church’s Problem of Growth
1. The Jerusalem church was a growing missional community (6:1a)
2. The Jerusalem church faced challenges caused by the growth (6:1b)

3. The Jerusalem church solved the problem by designating lay leadership
and involving the members to serve (6:2-6)

4. The result was that the Jerusalem church continued to grow (6:7)

YNCC'’s Solution to the Problem of Growth:

Designate lay leadership and involve all the people to serve in ministry.

ADDITIONAL BENEFITS TO SERVING IN MINISTRY

1. It enables my church (including me) to grow spiritually (Ephesians
4:11-16).

2. God holds me accountable to utilize for his kingdom the various
“talents” he has given me (Matthew 25:14-30).

3. It enables my church to be missional (Acts 6:7)

CENTRAL TRUTH:

A solution to problems of growth in a missional community is to designate
lay leadership and for people to serve in ministry.
