THE CHRISTIAN AND DISAPPOINTMENT IN GOD (v. 3)

1. Disappointment even to those who are

sincerely devoted to God.

« Sincerity to Christ and disappointment are not mutually exclusive.

2. It's to express my disappointment in God; he can
handle it.

« It's okay to pray “messy prayers”; God already knows.

THE CAUSES OF DISAPPOINTMENT IN GOD (v. 2)

1. When l interpret what God is doing based solely upon my own
and experiences.

« My circumstances and experiences provide only a partial view of
what God is doing, thus, it is insufficient to judge God based upon
it.

2. When | have of how God is
supposed to work.

« God will act on his own terms to accomplish his will and not be
bound to expectations or particular outcomes | may have.
